September 19, 2023 — Fisheries and Oceans Canada (DFO) is providing notice of grid status
updates related to North Atlantic Right Whale (NARW).

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(trap net / gillnet), squid traps, cod (longline / gillnet). Closures will also be in effect for Atlantic
halibut (fixed gear) and mackerel (gillnet) when gear is left unattended.

The closures are in effect for the following fisheries when the fishing seasons are open in the
Maritimes Region: crab, herring (gillnet), mackerel (gillnet), groundfish (gillnet), hagfish, whelk
and lobster. Closures are also in effect for groundfish (longline) when gear is left unattended.
